The Hoop Dreams effort was founded in 1996 and is still led by Susie Kay, who
taught American Government at H.D. Woodson High School for over a decade. Kay saw
many of her outstanding students being denied the opportunity to pursue their dreams of a
college education due to a lack of financial resources and other obstacles. Inspired by the
hope of perseverance of these students and with the support of friends and volunteers
drawn from the local business and professional community a community event was
organized to raise academic scholarship funds and to build bridges between communities
that are too often divided. Hoop Dreams began as this one-day event, a 3-on-3 charity
basketball tournament with two goals: to bring together DC public high school students with
the Washington business and professional community; and to raise money for academic
scholarships for these students.

The Hoop Dreams Scholarship Fund, empowering Washington, DC youth since 1996, has
helped over 800 public school students accomplish their dreams of attending college
through a combination of mentoring, internships and $3 million in academic scholarships
while building bridges of understanding between diverse communities. Hoop Dreams is
proud to have well over 125 college graduates and more on the way, many of whom have
returned to volunteer and mentor with the organization, completing the circle of community
service.
